But when the trailer stopped moving, this donut tire was next to it, was it
touching the, leaning underneath of it....

Heinze: Were going back on record, we had to change the uh, flip the tape over.

Stewart: What time is it?

Heinze: The time is 20:45 hours.

Stewart: Um, we’re just touching base about the, the spare, little donut tire that was out of place
and you said it was approximately 3 feet away from your trailer.

Burt: And my trailer was, I'm guessing distances was ten yards away where the tow truck and

the rest of the cars were.

Stewart: Ok

Burt: (inaudible) It was sitting...

Stewart: Ok, um, and you don’t, you didn’t see any other type of debris come off of another
vehicle, from you, or...

Burt: Just, when I saw the trailer going up in the air, I could see cars and trucks and whatever
just skidding all over the place, and ] stopped and I saw, I saw a beige mini-van coming
towards me and I had stopped (inandible)

Stewart: Ok. Now I know you said earlier, that you don’t really recall um, what you were
doing, or the road debris in front of you at the time, until the impact of the trailer,
that’s what canght your attention and that’s when you start um, recalling what exactly

there?

Burt: 'm guessing L

Stewart: Now do you remember what you were doing, other than driving, were you listening to
the radio, are you on the cell phone or?

Burt: Iwasn’t on the cell phone. The radio, the radio was on.

Stewart: The radio was on just?

Burt: The radio or the cd or the tape was on.

Stewart: Now were you drinking anything, or something to distract you?

Burt: No

Stewart: No. Ok. Do you recall what time you went to bed last night?

Burt: Uh, actually pretty early. Probably 11:30?

Stewart: 11:30, ok.

Burt: Yes

Stewart: 11:30 pm right?

Burt: Yes

Stewart: Ok. So I’m usually in bed 9 o’clock, so early to me is like 8, 8 o’clock.

Burt: Ihad 2 days to get that place ready.

Stewart: Yea. And obviously, um you seem well educated, you understand what’s going on
today, you can read and write. What country are you from?

Burt: England

Stewart: England? How long have you lived in the United States?

Burt: 20 years :

Stewart: 20 years? And you not uh, currently under the influence of narcotics, alcohol, I mean
you seem fine, you don’t seem impaired at all to me.

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Stewart: Do you have any questions or....Do you have any um, questions for us, comments,
concerns, anything I might have missed or?

Heinze: Gary’s last name?

Heinze: Mar?

Stewart: Do you have his address or his cell phone number, or?

Burt: 323 Robin Drive but his telephone number I don’t know.

Stewart: Ok.

Burt: 240-421 but I don’t remember the last four digits.

Stewart: Would that be in your cell phone?

Burt: Ilooked before, no. Um, my wife would probably have it.

Stewart: Ok. Um, can we get your wife’s name and telephone number?

Burt: Joan?

Heinze: Joanne?

Burt: Yea. Uh...

Heinze: Burt?

Burt: Yes. Her cell phone is 301-275-5000

Stewart: 10-18-64? Is that her birthday?

Burt: (No verbal answer)

Heinze: Do you have children?

Burt: Two

Stewart: (inaudible) No I’'m fine. This is straight forward.

Heinze: You said you don’t have any health problems, you don’t take any medications?

Burt: 1 do, I take uh, Crestor.

Heinze: Crestor?

Burt: Uh, Toprol.

Heinze: What’s that?

Burt: U, it’s a combination of uh, high cholesterol.

Heinze: What’s it called?

Burt: Toprol.

Stewart: How do you spell it?

Burt: TOP, 1don’t know. Benicar (spelled) Benicar.

Heinze: Oh

Burt: (inaudible) my heart, but my blood pressure is high. (Inaudible)

Heinze: No alcohol consumed today? Last night? What did you drink?

Burt: Vodka, diet coke.

Heinze: How many drinks did you have?

Burt: Probably three. (Inaudible)

Heinze: When was the last time uh yesterday that you consumed a drink?

Burt: Last time I made it was probably around 11 o’clock.

Heinze: Eleven pm?

Burt: Yes

Heinze: You said you had 3 drinks?
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Burt: I’'m guessing.

Stewart: That’s fine.

Heinze: No uh, drug use?

Burt: (No verbal answer)

Heinze: Ok, I do commend you for uh, stopping and going back to the scene.

Stewart: Take a break.

Heinze: This concludes this interview the time is uh, 20:51 hours.

Stewart: Ok, this is Detective Corporal Jeff Stewart, uh, we’re going back on record uh, with
Mr. Stephen Adam Burt uh, regarding the incidents today. We just wanted to touch
base again. Um, about hooking up the trailer when you were located in Ocean City
Maryland, when you left there today.

Burt: I take the tongue of the trailer, and put it over the top of the ball and slam it down as hard
as I can, then I close the clip on the top. And then I test the trailer always to make sure
that it’s, it’s firmly in place. This time just so you know, I (inandible). My friend Gary,
had put the lights on because we had an issue with the lights.

Stewart: Ok

Burt: (inaudible)

Stewart: Ok um, 2 things, um, when you say you reached down and test it, uh,

Burt: (inaudible)

Stewart: Ok, I just want to make sure it clear because I can see your actions across from you.
So your telling me, you pull up real hard on the...

Burt: I can feel the back of the truck lif, it’s being lifted by the hitch of the trailer.

Stewart: Good, good. Uh ok, yea, I know the first part, the first part of the interview you didn’t
mention Gary being there to lift up, the lights so, Gary obviously was there when you
both hooked up the trailer together.

Burt: Yes. The guys had arrived to um, to drill the lock out of a coke machine 1 have in the
apartment. So after I finished hooking everything up, Gary was going to put the lights in
and ub, the lights they looked like uh, maybe they got caught under the tongue of the
trailer, the pins itself.

Stewart: Um, bmm.

Burt: And

Stewart: Were they smashed, or something a little bit? :

Burt: No they, well yeah they were closed together, so we had to open them up (inaudible)

Stewart: OKk, I see.

Burt: I went upstairs with the guys and Gary put the light on but the lights were an issue earlier.
